Top tips for biography writing: 

Make sure you find out/include: 

• When and where they were born, 

• Their family, parents, siblings, children etc,  

• Their childhood, 

• The major events in their life – getting married, divorced, hit 

records, playing for their country etc,  

• How these events affected them, 

• How are they remembered now, 

• Any other important information you can find out about them.  

 

Purpose: 

To give an account of someone’s life

Structure: 

 Opening statement introduces the subject, and 
explains why he/she is known 

 Significant events are ordered chronologically 

 Closing statement explains how this person will 
be remembered, and sometimes gives the writer’s 
opinion 
 

Language Features: 

 Refers to named individuals 

 Contains dates linked to specific events 

 Written in the past tense 

 Can include direct and indirect speech and quotes 
from other sources 

 Written in 3rd person 

 Includes time connectives to link ideas 
Events are anecdotal in style (rather than lists of 

facts), and engage the reader
