School timings / punctuality

ParentPay 
It is essential that you order your child’s meals on ParentPay. Please remember that school meals 
are free as part of Welsh Government’s Universal Primary Free School Meal rollout. 
 
We will not order meals on behalf of parents / carers unless there are special circumstances e.g. no 
access to the internet. If a school meal is not chosen we will ask you to provide a packed lunch by 
11.30am.

X (formerly known as Twitter) 
We are going to scale back our usage of X and post more images to Seesaw. This way we can manage 
the school’s ongoing commitment to GDPR more effectively and efficiently. You may see whole 
school events or notifications posted on X but class teachers will share most updates with you on 
Seesaw.  
 
Seesaw 
Seesaw is the app we use to show what your child is learning in school. It has previously been used 
more regularly with the younger children (Nursery through to Year 4) but is useful for all parents to 
have access to for this school year. All year groups throughout the school we will be sharing photos 
of school trips / experiences with you via Seesaw. 
 
Class teachers are in the process of sharing Seesaw access codes with you. Please do not manually 
search for groups and add your child – wait for the access code to be shared with you. 
 
Holiday leave 
I have received some notifications of holiday leave already this year. Thank you to those who have 
notified us as it is essential we know when your dates of travel and reasons for doing so. We can 
then populate the school registers and will not contact you to enquire about your child’s absence. 
 
It is important to note that holiday leave is classed as an ‘unauthorised absence’ according to Cardiff 
Council’s attendance policy. Whilst you have let us know, it will still be recorded in this way on our 
registration system.
