Dear Parent/Guardian, 

On Friday 7th March, we shall be holding our annual St David’s Day Eisteddfod. This is an event 

where children from each year group participate in such events as singing, recitation, musical recitals 

and various other competitions.  

As usual, there will be a Cake Making Competition where children should be encouraged to bake their 

entries at home. Each year group will bake a different type of cake as stated below:  

Early Years        Rice Crispy Cakes 

Year 1                Decorated Fairy Cakes 

Year 2                Shortbread biscuits (with a Welsh twist) 

Year 3                Gingerbread man/woman (decorated in a Welsh costume) 

Year 4                Welsh scones 

Year 5                Bara Brith 

Year 6                Welsh Cakes 

All entries should be taken to your child’s classroom at the start of school on Tuesday 4th March 

where they will be judged by the Class Teacher and Support Staff. Similarly, we shall be holding our 

“Caffi Cymreig” which will be run by the children. This will take place in the large Pod in the small yard 

at 2.45pm and will be an opportunity for parents to have a drink and a cake, while learning some 

Welsh phrases or vocabulary.  

As regards the Model Making Competition, we should like the children to produce a model at home 

over the Half Term break, which will either reflect their current educational class topic or our Welsh 

heritage. All entries should be brought to your child’s classroom on Wednesday 5th March where they 

will be judged by the class teachers and support staff.  

As in Sports Day, the children will be placed in “Team Houses” with a relevant colour and as such, 

children should be encouraged to come dressed in that colour for the Eisteddfod. However, it is also 

acceptable to wear a Welsh rugby shirt or the Welsh national costume.
